Angel Lozada is a bright-eyed young man who is a new student to our HLK-8 community.  He entered grade three late into the September school year.  His mother and baby sibling accompanied him.  He was withdrawn at first and kept his distance from his teachers and his peers.

Angel did not stand out in the beginning months as a child who would need any additional support services however as we entered October and he became more at ease with his classmates and his teachers noticeable behaviors did emerge.  

Angel learned quickly that his classroom was organized and had routines and consequences and though he did showcase defiant behaviors like not putting his head down, or talking back these behaviors seemed to show signs of compliance and acceptance within the norm of the classroom.

However Angel was not able to transition outside of the classroom environment.  He quickly became an aggressor and was becoming in trouble with his specialist teachers on a daily occurrence.  Bus problems and lack of compliance during dismissal was problematic for him. Therefore his mother was asked to come to school after numerous phone conversations.  Mother came to school on 10/11/13 at 8:45 A.M. and had a three way meeting, (Mrs. W, Mrs. C and Mother).

Mother informed us that Angel had spent the 2012-2013 under his grandmother’s care in Chelsea, Massachusetts and she believed that he was in a substantially separate classroom for children with behavioral concerns.  (No records have been received).  Mother also stated that she was waiting on a new psychologist and pediatrician as her son was previously on medication for ADHD?  Mother was very open about the past and the difficulties her family has gone through.  She also stated that the family was on the right path and would take any help she could get from the school and the family outreach coordinator.  The meeting was successful and plans were set up to help her son.  

Angel Lozada is a bright young boy who is a pleasure to have in class.  He seems to like third grade.  He seems to enjoy his classmates.  He told me, that this classroom is “peaceful” to him.  He is a peace here.  Angel does not act the way that I noted in the cafeteria on 10/30/13 in the classroom where he became angry, and defiant.  He was grabbing on Ms. Nepu and honestly until I stepped in I was afraid he might hit her.  Luckily he didn’t.  Mr. Brown was called in and handled the situation.  The outcome a two-day suspension.

Angel Lozada can handle the third grade curriculum but does need adult redirection, praise and shortened directions in order to be successful. 

Therefore the following modifications have been made and are being implemented in the regular classroom

1.  Daily Guided Reading with Mrs. Withington

2.  Boston Partners in Education 1X60 in the classroom (permission slip signed)

3.  City Year Intervention

4. Teacher preferential seating

5. Added name to a boys group with our school psychologist

6. Parent relationship and assistance from our FOC

7. Correspondence with parents

8. Agenda and organizational skills templates and cues within the classroom
