1. DESCRIBE specific challenges and/or concerns (academic, social/emotional, behavioral).

· Demonstrates minimal to no interest in appropriate social interactions with his peers (i.e. minimally initiates conversation with peers or cooperative play)

· Very slow processing with receptive and expressive language

· Fluency issues when overly excited or when trying to formulate a difficult utterance.

· Perseverates on issues that frustrate him (e.g. not having a sharpened pencil, not getting the choice he wanted to make, etc.)
2. IDENTIFY your student’s strengths and interests.

· Very large interest in pencils, erasers, and the color light blue.

· He is able to follow multi-step directions with minimal cueing.

· Juan is able to self-advocate and can ask clarifying questions.

· He is able to participate in cooperative games with peers.

· He is able to retain new vocabulary with repeated exposures and accompanied visuals.

· Curious and inquisitive.

· Can answer simple “wh” questions
3. CONSIDER your student’s cultural and linguistic background.

· Juan is originally from Puerto Rico and lives in a household that speaks mainly Spanish. Juan is currently in an ELL classroom and is proficient in English as well as Spanish. Juan also has a diagnosis of Autism.

4. REVIEW and REPORT on student records with key findings.

· This is Juan’s first year in the Boston Public Schools. Previous to living in Boston, Juan lived in Orlando and Puerto Rico. Based on the IEP, he struggled with “wh” questions, pragmatic skills, vocabulary, and intelligibility. There was a conversion meeting held for Juan in October 2013. It was found that Juan needed continued development of answering increasingly complex “wh” questions following a story, following increasingly complex directions with embedded concepts, and increasing his pragmatic skills in a small and large group setting. His fluency also continues to be monitored.

5. CONSULT with student, family, and other professionals (i.e. specialists, prior teachers, lunch, recess, gym, and after school staff, etc.) about questions  1-4 and report key findings.

· Juan’s teacher expressed concerns with Juan’s perseveration on frustrating tasks, taking turns in conversations with adults and peers, answering increasingly complex “wh” questions, following increasingly complex directions, and formulating expressive utterances. Juan’s mother expressed concerns with Juan’s fluency in certain situations.
6. OBSERVE your student in multiple environments.

	Appropriately interacted with peers, shared his snacks with his classmates, minimal cues to remain on topic
	Required reminders to not perseverate on certain topics, reminders to turn-take in conversation
