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1. DESCRIBE specific challenges and/or concerns (academic, social/emotional, behavioral).

Social-Emotional and Communication –Kyri has difficulty communicating his frustrations, needs and tends to act before he speaks.  For instance, he will bolt from the classroom when upset about a toy being used by another child.  Kyri will perseverate in a negative way when he is upset. For example he will say, “I want to be bad, I don’t want to listen, I want to get hurt.  I want to pee on myself. I want to be on red.”  He has a difficult time with peer conflicts and does not possess the social behavioral and communication skills required to resolve conflicts and to work cooperatively with his peers.

2. IDENTIFY your student’s strengths and interests.

Kyri loves Scooby Doo, animals, science, the sensory area, (sand, water, play dough).  Kyri loves books, and enjoys being read to individually.  He loves music, and also loves to play basketball. During free-time he enjoys games on the ipad.   His attention is sustained particularly with math games.

3. CONSIDER your student’s cultural and linguistic background.

Kyri speaks English as a first language at home.  He lives with his mom in Roxbury Massachusetts.

4. REVIEW and REPORT on student records with key findings.

Kyri currently receives behavioral therapy from an outside agency. Kyri's mother recently expressed concerns around his academic development and his self-regulation difficulties. An original evaluation was conducted in April of 2014 in which an IEP was developed for Kyri.  

Results of speech/language testing revealed below average expressive and receptive language skills. Kyri also demonstrates slightly below average receptive language skills and average expressive vocabulary skills. His articulation skills are typical in comparison to his same-age peers. A significant difficulty for Kyri is his social pragmatic skills. Strengths in semantic knowledge/expressive vocabulary were evident. 

Kyri's cognitive abilities are within the low average range compared to his age peers.  His global language skills were in the borderline range. Kyri has difficulty with both receptive and expressive language.  With regards to his school readiness skills, Kyri is able to identify his colors, single-digit numbers, and most shapes.  His letter knowledge is inconsistent.  Kyri's visual motor integration and motor coordination skills are in the average range. His visual perceptual skills were found to be in the above average range. He presents with age appropriate functional fine motor, visual motor, and visual perceptual skills needed to function within the classroom. 

Through team discussion and assessment results, Kyri requires specially designed instruction in a disability specific integrated classroom for students diagnosed with developmental delays.  He is eligible to receive speech and language services.  The school psychologist and the classroom teacher will develop a behavior plan for Kyri.  Kyri will continue to receive regular transportation.

5. CONSULT with student, family, and other professionals (i.e. specialists, prior teachers, lunch, recess, gym, and after school staff, etc.) about questions  1-4 and report key findings.

Staff speaks regularly with his behavioral therapist.  She is working with him on his self-regulation skills.  Kyri practices a breathing technique with his therapist and his mom. Staff daily consults with Kyri’s before and after school program.  He has recently begun to exhibit an increase in bolting, and verbal and physical abuse to himself and others at the program.
