A Narrative text that chronicles the

life of a living or dead person.  Usually

spans the entire life of the real-life 

character.

· Draws the reader in with vivid descriptions and

strong details

· Often uses direct quotes from the person and 

family, friends

	Fairy Tale 

A narrative text that adapts a popular 

Fairy Tale, creating new characters 

and plot twists.
