Places to Reconsider in My Classroom

Area 1: School Yard and outdoor P.E. area
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1. Description of the Area: This is a piece of concrete slab that is used for outdoor recess and “All School Gathering” during days of appropriate weather conditions.  

2. Purpose of the Area: Children can engage in gross motor play, engage in social interactions with peers and adults and use social communication skills with peers and adults.

3. What do you want to reconsider?  We need to make it more attractive and child friendly, as well as a developmentally appropriate play areas for young children with and without disability. Perhaps we can paint a mural and add some outdoor play equipment, addressing gross motor skills and small group structured games.   Why? Presently, the children run aimlessly and with little structure and emphasis on practicing social communication and interaction skills with their peers.

Area 2: Girls and Boys Rest Rooms
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1. Description of the Area: The girls and boys rest room is of course the place we all visit 2 or 3 times a day to wash and relieve ourselves.

2. Purpose of the Area: To go to the bathroom and relieve ourselves

3. What do you want to reconsider?  We could add a mural and visuals for self help skills.  Perhaps add some children’s art. Why? The restrooms will be more presentable and children will follow the visual to wash their hands and use the toilet appropriately.  The art and mural will make the rooms attractive and motivate children to keep the rooms clean as well as admire each other’s artwork.

Area 3: Yoga and P.E. Room
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1. Description of the Area:  This is a room, which is shared by the yoga teacher and the P.E. teacher.  Children engage in daily yoga and P.E. classes.  

2. Purpose of the Area: To engage children in instruction for gross motor, cooperative play, exercise class, and practice yoga poses.

3. What do you want to reconsider?  We need to brighten up the room and add some art and vibrant color.  We could also add visual schedules that will promote the daily classes for children and adults to be predictable and structured.  We could also post school wide behavior expectations for children. Why? The room is dreary presently and often children exhibit behavioral challenges due to the absence of their classroom teacher and possibly a the absence of a visual schedule that would broadcast to children and adults the behavioral expectations as well as a predictable routine which will promote student independence during the lessons.
