Math Lesson Plan-Unit 8

Unit 8: Session 8-2.4- How many fingers?

Language Objectives: Students will be able to:

· Counting and combining things in groups of 5s & 10s

· Counting by 5s

· Recording strategies of things that come in groups of 2s

Content Objectives: Students will be able to:

· Explore 5:1 relationships (fingers and hands) 

Materials:

· Student Book- page 25 (26- challenge/27-more practice)
· Hands: Fingers Chart

Classroom Routine 

Take the 5, 10, and 100 cards from the 100s chart. Explain that they are going to count to 100; but instead of counting by 1’s they will count by 5’s and then by ten because it is more efficient. 

“We have been solving problems about things that come in 2s and 4s. Today you will work on a problem about things that come in 5’s. 

How many fingers?

Review the strategies from previous lessons, especially doubling and combing groups. Explain that today they will work on finding the number of fingers in a group.  Read page 25 aloud to get them started. 

Ongoing Assessment-

1) How do students approach the problem? (use objects or numbers, count aloud, fingers, or mental math?) 

2) How do students solve the problem? Counting by 1s, 5s, 10s doubles. Number combinations?

3) How do they record? (Can you track their thinking? Is it organized?)

Differentiation

Intervention- Have students who are having difficulty counting in groups to draw familiar pictures or use cubes. Have them circle each group of 10, and write the value underneath. 

Extension- Challenge these students to complete page 26.

Discussion- Patterns in Fingers and hands. 

Display the Hands/Fingers chart on the board. Use students or cubes to help students see how the # of fingers increase with the # of students. 

Let’s think about the number of fingers for different numbers of people. What if there were just one hand? How many fingers would there be? Ok, so 1 hand has five fingers. So, what about 2 hands? How about 3 hands? How do you know? 

After transcribing strategies ask, What about 4 hands?

Review different students’ strategies and highlight where students can use doubles facts, and other combinations to reach an answer. Challenge students to figure out how many fingers would be on 5 hands. Write down the strategies, and challenge student to figure out 8 hands. 

Wrap-up Activity

Have students practice counting by 5s. Have 3 students come to the front of the class, have another count by 5’s at the 100s chart. Repeat the routine until everyone has had a chance to count  in front of the class or at the chart.  End by asking if students can figure out how many fingers are in the class. 
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
